











Named Presets

Movie Color comes with over 40 named presets in the form of a Final Cut Pro project file. | chose this form of delivery
rather than hardcoding the presets directly in the plugin to allow for future expansion and releases of new preset packs.
To use these you need only open the project (Movie Color Presets), and drag the preset you want onto your clip. After
applying the preset, be sure to adjust the Mix if you find the look too “harsh".

od |fyou'd like to install these presets for easy access, simply
go to the effects tab and double click on the Favorites bin
to open it.

Right/@@-click on it and select New Bin. Name it Movie
Color.

fod Click on the Movie Color Presets tab, select all the presets
and drag them into the newly created Movie Color bin.

To access the presets now, click on the clip you want to apply the effect to, go to the Effects menu, select Favorites/
Movie Color and all of them will be available from now on. If you need to trash your prefs to solve an FCP problem,
simply repeat the procedure to re-install.

Don't forget, if you develop a look you'd like to share, name it and send it to me and it may be included in upcoming
preset releases.
